1 BEDFORD ACADEMIC BOOSTERS SCHOLARSHIP — Several awards. For students who plan to attend technical school,
two-year or four-year college.

2 BEDFORD ASSOCIATION OF ADMINISTRATIVE AND SUPERVISORY PERSONNEL SCHOLARSHIP - $500. Open to
BHS seniors pursuing a degree in Education.

3 BEDFORD BAND AND ORCHESTRA PARENTS SCHOLARSHIPS - (1) WARREN C. MILLER MEMORIAL
SCHOLARSHIP - One $250 award. (2) SUE BALOGH MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP — One $250 award. Both scholarships are
open to BHS seniors that have participated in the instrumental music program for the entire year. Can be used for any post-high school
education.

4 BEDFORD BAND AND ORCHESTRA PARENTS SCHOLARSHIPS — (1) DONA LAING MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP -
One $250 award. (2) JOSEPH R. ALLIE SCHOLARSHIP — One $250 award. Open to BHS seniors that have participated in the
instrumental music program for the entire year and whose parents have been active in BBOP.

5 SCHOLARSHIP FOR THE CONTINUANCE OF MUSIC PERFORMANCE - IN MEMORY OF CHERRY LOCKE AND
ROBERT MITCHEL - Open to BHS seniors in the instrumental music program who plan to continue to play an instrument in a
college ensemble.

6 BEDFORD CHAMBER OF COMMERCE SCHOLARSHIP — One award of $750. BEDFORD RESIDENTS ONLY.

7 BEDFORD HEIGHTS CHAMBER OF COMMERCE SCHOLARSHIP — One $500 scholarship. BEDFORD HEIGHTS
RESIDENTS ONLY.

8 BEDFORD HEIGHTS SCHOLARSHIP AWARD - Up to six (6) individual scholarships in the amount of $500.00 each.
BEDFORD HEIGHTS RESIDENTS ONLY, who will be attending an accredited college, university or trade school.

9 BEDFORD CITY SCHOOLS' FOUNDATION SCHOLARSHIPS - Up to 4 awards of $1,000 (renewable/4 yrs). Open to seniors
enrolled in an institution of higher education with the intent of pursuing a Baccalaureate or higher degree.

10 BEDFORD CITY SCHOOLS’ FOUNDATION CHRIS VALLEY SCHOLARSHIP — One $500 award (renewable/4 yrs). Open to
seniors enrolled in an institution of higher education with the intent of pursuing a Baccalaureate or higher degree.

11 BEDFORD FIRE FIGHTERS TERRY TENCH MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP — One $1,000 award. Open to a BHS senior who
plans to pursue a career in the Medical field in the following areas: Firefighter, Paramedic, and/or Nursing school or program.

12 BEDFORD LIONS CLUB SCHOLARSHIPS - (1) BERT ZAHN SCHOLARSHIP - $2,000 ($500/year/ 4 years). (2) HELEN
PAULSON SCHOLARSHIP - $500. (3) JOSEPH KEREKES SCHOLARSHIP - $500. Open to seniors for further education.

13 BEDFORD LIONS CLUB JOHN FEDELE VOCATIONAL SCHOLARSHIP - $500. For students to attend technical school or 2-
yr vocational program.

14 BEDFORD PTA COUNCIL SCHOLARSHIP — $500 awards. Open to high school seniors who have a current Individual Education
Plan (IEP), aminimum GPA of 2.0, and who plan to attend a technical school, two-year college, or four-year college.

15 BEDFORD HIGH SCHOOL PTSA SCHOLARSHIP — At least two $500 scholarships offered to BHS seniors to help continue
his/her education. Must have a minimum 2.0 GPA.

16 BEDFORD ROTARY FOUNDATION SCHOLARSHIPS — A minimum of three awards of $1,000 each. Awarded to students for
four-year college programs and vocational/technical schools by the Bedford Rotary Foundation to recognize academic achievement,
citizenship, community involvement, and personal goals.

Open to high school seniors planning to
enter teaching.

PAUL C. DEEVERS MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP - $500. Open to graduating senior who is a member of the Emerald Group
Credit Union and pursuing a major in Education, Finance, or a related field such as Accounting or Economics. Minimum 3.0 GPA.

FRENCH BARTLETT LADIES AUXILIARY OF THE VFW - $500 scholarship. Applicant must be related to a Veteran of the
United States of America.

FRIENDS OF THE SOUTHEAST LIBRARY SCHOLARSHIP — Minimum $500. Open to seniors for further education.

Applicant must be of Lebanese or
Syrian descent and have a “B” or better scholastic average.

GRANT T. AND KATHRYN R. NOBLE SCHOLARSHIP — $500 awards. Open to graduating seniors for further education. GPA
between 2.0 and 4.0. Parent must have documentation of participation in Bedford City Schools PTA.

NORA C. BEACH EXCELLENCE IN LEADERSHIP SCHOLARSHIP - $500 Scholarship open to seniors who attended Glendale
Primary School and continued in the district until graduation. Minimum 3.0 GPA and proof of application to an institution of higher
education.

OAKWOOD VILLAGE SCHOLARSHIP AWARD - Sixteen individual awards of $500 each. 14 scholarships to graduating
Oakwood Village seniors and 2 to graduating seniors who do not reside in the Village of Oakwood.
