Comments Sought on Federal Funds
Every year the Bedford City School District receives funds from the federal government to provide various educations services.  District administrators invite comments from the public regarding the services listed below.  Please call the Pupil Services Department, Board of Education, 475 Northfield Road, Bedford, OH  44146, 440-439-4363.

Title I, Helping Disadvantaged Children Meet High Standard monies provide supplemental instruction in reading, language arts and mathematics to students in the elementary buildings that meet project criteria for services. Funds support staff for services to families and children and purchase equipment and supplies.

Title IIA, Teacher and Principal Quality, provides monies to “increase student achievement by elevating teacher and principal quality through recruitment, hiring and retention strategies, and to also reduce class size at the elementary buildings.”

Title IID, Technology provides monies to “improve student achievement through the use of technology in elementary and secondary schools.”

Title III, English Acquisition, Language Development and Academic Achievement provides monies to “assist school districts in teaching English to limited English proficient children and helping these students meet the same challenging standards required of all students.”
Title IV, safe and Drug-Free Schools monies provide “…support programs to prevent violence in and around schools; prevent the illegal use of alcohol, drugs, and tobacco by young people; and foster a safe and drug-free learning environment that supports academic achievement.”
Title IDEA Part B (VI-B)/Early Childhood Special Education monies provide services, support staff, materials and equipment for preschool and school-age students with disabilities.
All federally funded programs provide for participation of non-public schools.
